e 20/30 mins set up time prior to event start time.

e Welcome, explain and demo

Introductions, showing examples of prints and the designs that are available.
Demonstration of how to choose colours, apply and prep ink, how to blot paper and use the press.

e Printing

Children are guided through stage by stage. Inking up the plate on the ‘messy table’ Blotting the paper and using the

press on the ‘clean table.

Staggered to reduce queuing times— half children start while other half decorate bag. As group 1 finish inking and

move to printing group 2 starts to ink.

Photo booth/frame opportunity for finished printers, then hang print to dry
Options to join the inking table again for another round — until time is up. Decorating bag as a break if needed.

Particularly young children (below age 6) will need extra supervision from their/an extra adult

Children collect their prints and put into their party bags
